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The Sudanese Medical
Association is a non-
voluntary
charity founded in 1983
and represents one of the
tributaries of the volun-
tary health work in the
country evoking from
clear Islamic vision aim-
ing at laying the bases of
the health Takaful and
the principles of soli-
darity and cooperation
besides providing free
medical and health care
to all the classes of the
society.
The Executive Direc-
tor of the Association in
Sudan Hasabalrasoul Al-
Tayeb said that, in the
light of our clear prin-
ciples in making health
services available for all

the people in Sudan, we
have established many
branches in all the states
and we have joined all
the international and re-
gional health networks
besides enjoying an ac-
tive membership in the
Federation of Islamic
Medical ~ Associations
(FIMA) which includes
25 country.

Hasabalrasoul  added
that the Association has
staged many Eye camps
in Sudan and due to
SPLM  harassment in
the south we have estab-
lished Eye camps only in
Malakal where more than
370 citizens have bene-
fited by our services.

ten years.

He went on saying that
their last medical camp
took place in Al-Diain
with the participation of
FIMA physicians from
Malaysia, Bangladesh,
Pakistan, Jordan and
Egypt.

He enumerated the
branches of the associa-
tion in the country saying
that they have medical
centers in AbuRakhum,

seven medical centers in
the IDP camps in Darfur,
seven medical centers in
the northern state, mo-/
bile hospitals in White
Nile states, six medical
centers in North Darfur
that provide free servie=
es in the voluntary repa-
triation villages besides
establishing specialized
hospital in Alginaina that
provides its free services
to the citizens of west
Darfur, Chad and Cen-
tral Republic of Africa.
